The Event:

This event is comprised of a complete set of rounds testing the theoretical, analytical and practical capabilities of the participant regarding space. It has five rounds and the team emerging out of the critical scrutiny of these five rounds would be awarded the “______________________________” award.

The participants will have to register as a team of two.

First round:

This round is an online abstract submission round. The participants will be asked to submit an abstract of not more than 400 words on the topic “INNOVATIONS IN SLVs”. The team is expected to cover all the aspects of design and engineering.

Second round:


50% of the abstracts from the first round would be selected and the concerned teams would be invited to our institute to give a detailed case study of their innovations in front of a panel of judges. The innovations should be multi disciplinary that is it should be comprised of new ideas from all branches of engineering.

Third round:


Around 10 teams would be selected from the previous round and would be subjected to extreme quizzing based on all the space activities and basic astronomy science. This quiz will comprise of three rounds:

Fourth round:


This is an on the spot round to check the knowledge and creative approach of the participants. The teams are supposed to speak on a topic given to them for 5 minutes. All the teams would be given a grace time of 2min to think of their topics. The topics given to them will be of some technical importance like habitat design on mars, challenges faced on a space trip etc.

Fifth round:


This round will consist of some practical problems. Students will be given the basic apparatus to solve the problems in a given span of time.  


Discussions are going on with our professors to design third and fifth round. 

We would be very glad to have some of these rounds designed by the expertise of ISRO.

AIR BORNE DESIGN:

This is happening for the first time in IT BHU and only second time in the country. The event aims to testify the design skills of the student. In association with your expertise conduction of such an event would be definitely a big break through.
