Research work of Prof. T. K. Bhattacharya

My research work can be classified into three categories:

1) Research in Finance 
Some of the interesting research projects I have done are:

"Bond Yields Compared to Amortizing Yields."  Published in the Review of Quantitative Finance and Accounting, (1993) with my co-author and mentor Dr. Duane Stock.  This paper is on fixed income securities and analyzes yields of bonds and amortization instruments and yield spreads between these instruments.  This involved a fair amount of mathematics, but the final version that was accepted had the math toned down.

"Evidence of the Independence of the Size and EP Ratio Anomalies."  The Journal of Financial Management and Analysis, (1992) with my co-author and dissertation chair Dr. James F. Horrell.  This paper is one of the few I did on market efficiency and was straight from my Ph.D. dissertation.

“Identifying Winners and Losers: An Analysis of Growth Funds.”  Midwestern Business and Economic Review (1997).  I did this with Chuck Lucas and V.S. Krishnan and was the first of many research projects I have done on mutual funds.  The papers are more oriented to be useful for small investors that for academicians.  I also have a study guide on mutual funds that is being used for continuing education for CPAs

2) Research in Economics 

These are applied economics projects that have found useful applications 

"The Role of Interactive Universities in Regional Economic Development."  Southwest Oklahoma Economic Review, (1992).  This paper was written at a time when there was a major push to improve the contribution by universities to economic development and we thought it would help universities to build a road-map for getting involved in economic development

"Impact of City Sales Tax Increases: A Study of Four Regions of Oklahoma."  Oklahoma Business Bulletin, (1992) This paper has frequently been used by policy makers when discussing whether to raise sales tax rates.

"Redlining in Texoma?"  Midwestern Business & Economic Review, (1994) This study has been used by financial institutions in the region to convince regulators due audits of their lending policies that they do not indulge in discriminatory practices.

"Teaching Portfolio Management Using Borrowed Money and Real Clients." Journal of Financial and Economic Practice. (2002). This paper discuss the unique program that underwent continuous improvement for over a decade to educate future investment professionals.
